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MINUTES OF THE 04/08/2008 REGULAR MEETING

City Council met in Regular Session on April 08, 2008 with Mayor Edward E. Towns
presiding and the following Aldermen were present: Leo Mullis, Eric Bisher, David
Sawyer, Gary Ates and Willie Basby.

The meeting was opened with prayer by Alderman David Sawyer.

Minutes of the 03/11/2008 regular meeting were read by City Clerk Matt Turknett.
Motion by Alderman Basby seconded by Alderman Ates to approve minutes as read.
Motion carried.

An Ordinance was introduced by Alderman Bisher seconded by Alderman Sawyer to
amend the Unsafe Buildings or Structures Ordinance. The amendment gives the Chief of
Police the authority to enforce said ordinance. Upon polling Council and the vote being
unanimous, Mayor Towns declared Ordinance adopted.

A resolution was introduced by Alderman Basby seconded by Alderman Ates to appoint
Mayor Edward E. Towns to serve as the city's voting delegate on the Municipal Gas
Authority of Georgia's election committee and Mayor Pro-Tern Eric Bisher as the
alternate voting delegate. Upon polling Council and the vote being unanimous, Mayor
Towns declared resolution adopted.

An Ordinance regarding rezoning of property of Mr. Lawrence Mirns from C-l to R-3,
more particularly described as the upstairs dwellings of two tracts of land in Land Lot
158 ofthe 21stLand District of Bleckley County, Georgia, and in the City of Cochran
was introduced by Alderman Bisher seconded by Alderman Ates. Upon polling Council
and the vote being unanimous, Mayor Towns declared Ordinance adopted.

Motion by Alderman Bisher seconded by Alderman Basby to give authority to the Mayor
and City Clerk to seek funding for renovation of Cochran City Hall and to seek
architectural services for the planning of said project. Motion carried.

Mayor Towns appointed a committee to research and study rules and regulations for
clubs in order to establish a new ordinance for the operation of clubs within the City of
Cochran. The committee members are:
