Ms. Pam Helton, representative from Georgia Municipal Association, appeared before
Council to discuss the many services offered by Georgia Municipal Association to
municipalities and their employees.

An Ordinance to amend building permit fees was introduced by Alderman Bisher
seconded by Alderman Ates. Upon polling Council and the vote being unanimous,
Mayor Towns declared Ordinance adopted.

A resolution that states that the City of Cochran has agreed to pursue a CDBG Grant in
the amount of $500,000.000 to be used to cover costs associated with the construction of
street and drainage improvements within the City of Cochran was introduced by
Alderman Bisher seconded by Alderman Basby. .Upon polling Council and the vote
being unanimous, Mayor Towns declared resolution adopted.

Mayor Towns gave Council an update on the status of approval for formation of the
Cochran Municipal Airport Authority.

These
appointments are being made to fill the positions left vacant by Dr. Richard Federinko
and the late Mr. Danny Dykes. Motion carried.
